Write a paper on one of the phyla below:

· Kingdom Plantae, phylum Hepatophyta

· Kingdom Protista, phylum Rhodophyta
· Kingdom Fungi, phylum Ascomycota

This paper is worth 70 points and should be 4 typed pages. Describe the evolutionary history that gave rise to this lineage and how organisms in this phylum are related to others in its kingdom. Explain any unique and novel features that identify the phylum. Give some representative organisms and their classifications within the phylum, and describe their role in the food web and ecosystem, i.e., how they interact with other organisms and how they utilize resources in the habitat. Provide any interesting facts about the phylum such as how they affect humans or how we can learn from them

You need to include at least two references; at least one of the references should be a scientific source: a journal, book, encyclopedia, etc., while the other can be from an Internet search. These should be listed on a separate page, which is not counted as one of the 4 pages of the paper.

Attach copies of the specific pages you used for your data, and use a highlighter to highlight the passages you found particularly relevant. If the reference is available electronically, you can cut and paste the relevant sections and boldface or otherwise highlight your passages. Use the class web site to upload your paper electronically if at all possible.
